Dear Fellow Lake at White Oak Homeowner:
 

One of the primary reasons Lake at White Oak is such a desirable place to live is that the natural beauty of the area has been preserved.  Our neighborhood is most noted for its wooded environment and attractive and well-kept homes. 
 

In order to maintain these desirable aspects of our neighborhood and thereby protect our investments as homeowners, we have a set of covenants and restrictions which govern building standards, property maintenance, specified uses and activities, and tree removal, to name just a few. 

 

The Lake at White Oak Architectural Control Committee was chartered to maintain the covenants and restrictions of our subdivision. It is through the strict enforcement of the subdivision restrictions and covenants that the investments of all homeowners in Lake at White Oak are protected.

 

The following are a few of the provisions of the Covenants and Restrictions:
· Parking -- boats, RV's, utility trailers, as well as parking of commercial vehicles is not permitted in driveways or where they can be seen from the street on which the home faces. 

· Fences -- fences cannot exceed six feet in height and cannot extend beyond the front of your home.  Also, no fence may be constructed which extends to the lake such that it obstructs the view of the lake from a neighboring lot. Prior approval from the Architectural Control Committee is required before any fence is erected. 

· Cutting Trees -- prior approval from the Architectural Control Committee is required before removal of trees larger than eight inches in diameter measured at a point three feet above ground level. Removal of a tree larger than eight inches without prior approval will result in a fine of $300.00 per tree. 

· Construction or Remodeling – prior approval  is required before commencing any construction or remodeling project. 
· Detached Buildings -- any detached building or structure must be constructed with the same architectural style as your home.  Thus, metal buildings or other pre-fabricated storage buildings are not permitted. 

· Weed Removal -- homeowners are required to keep their lots mowed and free of weeds, trash, rubbish or garbage. 

· Parking on Common Property and Cul-De-Sacs -- parking is prohibited  on all common property.  homeowners and their guests cannot park vehicles on medians in cul-de-sacs or other common property. 

· Dumping of refuse -- Common properties may not be used as a dumping place for grass clippings, limbs and other refuse.
